Discussion Director 

Your job is to write a list of questions that your group might want to discuss about the 

literature. The best questions will come from your own thoughts, feelings, and ideas about the 

text. 

 

Your job: 

1. Welcome your group.  

2. Start by summarizing what you’ve read for the meeting (do not read!). The other members 

of your group will be counting on you to give them a quick statement that tells about the story 

(the summary), and the key points. 

3. Lead the discussion by asking your questions and make everyone get the same amount of 

space when it comes to talking. Find out whether anyone has any questions about words or 

happenings or if they have any thoughts about the text (i.e. if he/she has reacted on something, 

if the person doesn’t understand or finds anything less good, etc.). 

 

Everybody is the summarizer 

Your job is to write a summary of the reading. Don’t write the whole story,  just focus on the 

important parts. Send the text to Leilaekman@gmail.com before your circle meeting.  

 

Everybody is the connector 

Your job is to find connections between the literature and your own experiences. This means 

connecting what you read with your own life, to what happens at school or in the community, 

to similar events at other times and places.
